= Assist international students in their transition into a new school and home; acclimate
participants to public transport; aid in setting up cell phones and bank accounts;
facilitate bonding between new students.
= Position Length: must be available for training, program, and events during the
month of September.
= Stipend: $750
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o Phoenix Outdoor Program (POP) Rangers — 15-18 positions avalable
® Help students to explore the great outdoors at an established campgrounds outside
of the city and facilitate bonding between new students.
=  Position Length: must be available for training trip during spring quarter and fall
training and trips during the month of September.
